Local community with very high illegality rates;

originating from 2ones which are not at war;

Geographical zone which have authority/fassociation networks

with whom it is possible to cooperate;

countries with policies focusing on recalling emigrated fellow countrymen;
Women alone with children who have a strong family net they can depend on;

Subjects who are highly motivated,;
Subjects with few contacts with the country of emigration;
